
 

Portland - Saturday Academy lifted by grants of $500,000 
The Saturday Academy received $500,000 last week in matching grants from the Portland Children's Investment Fund, Paul G. Allen Family Foundation and the owners of Vernier Software & Technology. 

Saturday Academy offers enrichment classes taught by local professionals in science, math, computers, humanities and the arts for first- through 12th-graders. The money will enable the organization to hire more teachers and provide after-school classes at low-income schools during the next three years. 

A $250,000 grant came from the Children's Investment Fund's Leverage Fund, which matches private money with public investment. The grant matched $200,000 from the Allen Foundation and a $50,000 donation from David and Christine Vernier.
